(A) As used in this section, "indefinite delivery indefinite quantity contract" means a contract for an

indefinite quantity, within stated limits, of supplies or services that will be delivered by the awarded

bidder over a defined contract period.

 

(B) The executive director of the capitol square review and advisory board, with the approval of the

board, may advertise and seek bids for, and may award, an indefinite delivery indefinite quantity

contract for an architect or engineer on an on-call, multi-project basis, to advise and consult with the

capitol square review and advisory board for a defined contract period. To enter into an indefinite

delivery indefinite quantity contract the executive director shall do all of the following:

 

(1) Prepare bidding documents;

 

(2) Establish contract forms;

 

(3) Determine contract terms and conditions, including the following:

 

(a) The maximum overall value of the contract, which may include an allowable increase of five per

cent of the advertised contract value;

 

(b) The duration of the contract, not to exceed two years.

 

(4) Take any other action necessary to fulfill the duties and obligations of the executive director

under this section.

 

(C) The requirements set forth in this section prevail in the event of any conflict with any other

provision of this chapter.
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
