There is hereby created in the state treasury the organized crime commission fund. The fund shall

consist of moneys paid to the treasurer of state pursuant to the judgment of a court in a criminal case

as reimbursement of expenses that the organized crime investigations commission or an organized

crime task force established by the commission incurred in the investigation of the criminal activity

upon which the prosecution of the criminal case was based. All investment earnings on moneys in

the fund shall be credited to the fund. The organized crime investigations commission shall use the

moneys in the fund to reimburse political subdivisions for the expenses the political subdivisions

incur when their law enforcement officers participate in an organized crime task force.
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
