The county recorder shall not accept for recording a deed or other instrument in writing that is
executed or certified in whole or in part in alanguage other than the English language unlessit
complies with the requirements of sections 317.11, 317.111, and 317.112 of the Revised Codeand is
accompanied by a complete English tranglation certified as provided in this section. The translator of
the deed or other instrument in writing shall certify that the trandation is accurate and that the
trandator is competent to perform the tranglation. The trandlator shall sign and acknowledge the
tranglation of the deed or other instrument in writing before ajudge of a court of record in this state,

aclerk of acourt of record in this state, a county auditor, a county engineer, or anotary public.

A certificate of the trandlator that is substantially in the following form satisfies the requirements of
this section:
