(A) The board of directors of a joint county  department of job and family services formed under

section 329.40  of the Revised Code may acquire, by purchase or lease, real  property, equipment,

and systems to improve, maintain, or operate  family service programs within the territory served by

the joint  county department. A board of county commissioners may acquire,  within its county, real

property or any estate, interest, or right  therein, by appropriation or any other method, for use by the

joint county department in connection with its provision of  services. Appropriation proceedings

shall be conducted in  accordance with Chapter 163. of the Revised Code.

 

(B) A board of county commissioners that formed a joint  county department may contribute lands or

rights or interests  therein, money, other personal property or rights or interests  therein, or services

to the joint county department. The board of  county commissioners may issue bonds or bond

anticipation notes of  the county to pay the cost of acquiring real property and of  constructing,

modifying, or upgrading a facility to house  employees of the joint county department. The board of

directors  of a joint county department may reimburse the county for the use  of such a facility if it is

required to do so under the agreement  entered into under section 329.40 of the Revised Code.
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
