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The failure of a physician or person under the supervision and control of a physician to comply with
the applicable requirements of sections 3111.88 to 3111.95 of the Revised Code shall not affect the
legal status, rights, or obligations of a child conceived as aresult of a non-spousal artificial
insemination, arecipient, a husband who consented to the non-spousal artificial insemination of his
wife, or the donor. If arecipient who is married and her husband make a good faith effort to execute
awritten consent that isin compliance with section 3111.93 of the Revised Code relative to a non-
spousal artificial insemination, the failure of the written consent to so comply shall not affect the
paternity consequences set forth in division (A) of section 3111.95 of the Revised Code.
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
