No community school that is permanently closed  under section 3314.35 or 3314.351 of the Revised

Code may be  reopened under another name if any of the following conditions are  true:

 

(A) The new school has the same sponsor as the closed school.

 

(B) The new school has the same chief administrator as the  closed school.

 

(C) The governing authority of the new school consists of any  of the same members that served on

the governing authority of the  closed school during that school's last year of operation.

 

(D) Fifty per cent or more of the teaching staff of the new  school consists of the same individuals

who were employed as  teachers at the closed school during that school's last year of  operation.

 

(E) Fifty per cent or more of the administrative staff of the  new school consists of the same

individuals who were employed as  administrators at the closed school during that school's last year

of operation.

 

(F) The performance standards and accountability plan  prescribed by the sponsor contract for the

new school, entered  into under section 3314.03 of the Revised Code, are the same as  those for the

closed school.
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
