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(A) Any digible student may apply for admission to a college-preparatory boarding school
established under this chapter in agrade level offered by the school that is appropriate for the
student and shall be admitted to the school in that grade level to the extent the student's admission is
within the capacity of the school as established by the school's board of trustees, subject to division
(B) of this section. If more eligible students apply for admission than the number of students
permitted by the capacity established by the board of trustees, admission shall be by lot.

(B) Inthefirst year of operation, each school established under this chapter shall offer only grade
six and shall not admit more than eighty students to the school. In each subsequent year of
operation, the school may add additional grade levels as specified in the contract under section
3328.12 of the Revised Code, but at no time shall the school's total student population exceed four
hundred students.
