For purposes of state subsidy and tuition and fee surcharges, a student attending a state university

listed in section 3345.011 of the Revised Code, a community college, a technical college, a

university branch, or a state community college has resident status if all of the following conditions

apply:

 

(A) The student resides in a contiguous state.

 

(B) The student is employed in Ohio by a business, organization, or government agency located in

Ohio.

 

(C) The employer enters into a contract with the institution of higher education under which the

employer pays all of the student's tuition and fees directly to the institution and agrees not to charge

or seek reimbursement from the student in any manner for any part of the tuition and fees.
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
