Section 3333.951 Higher education textbook study.

(A) As used in this section, "state institution of higher education" has the same meaning as in section

3345.011 of the Revised Code.

 

(B) Each state institution of higher education that is co-located with another state institution of

higher education annually shall review best practices and shared services in order to improve

academic and other services and reduce costs for students. Each state institution shall report its

findings to the efficiency advisory committee established under section 3333.95 of the Revised

Code. The committee shall include the information reported under this section in the committee's

annual report.

 

(C) Each state institution of higher education annually shall report to the efficiency advisory

committee on its efforts to reduce textbook costs to students.

 

(D) Each state institution of higher education shall conduct a study to determine the current cost of

textbooks for students enrolled in the institution, and shall submit the study to the chancellor of

higher education annually by a date prescribed by the chancellor.
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
