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Section 3599.01 Bribery.

Effective: July 1, 1983
Legidation: Senate Bill 199 - 114th General Assembly

(A) No person shall before, during, or after any primary, convention, or election:

(1) Give, lend, offer, or procure or promise to give, lend, offer, or procure any money, office,
position, place or employment, influence, or any other valuable consideration to or for a delegate,
elector, or other person;

(2) Attempt by intimidation, coercion, or other unlawful means to induce such delegate or elector to
register or refrain from registering or to vote or refrain from voting at a primary, convention, or
election for a particular person, question, or issue;

(3) Advance, pay, or cause to be paid or procure or offer to procure money or other valuable thing to
or for the use of another, with the intent that it or part thereof shall be used to induce such person to

vote or to refrain from voting.
(B) Whoever violates this section is guilty of bribery, afelony of the fourth degree; and if heisa

candidate he shall forfeit the nomination he received, or if elected to any office he shall forfeit the
office to which he was elected at the e ection with reference to which such offense was committed.
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
