Any person who desires to participate in a public boxing match, mixed martial arts event, or any

other unarmed combat sport regulated by the Ohio athletic commission as a referee, judge,

matchmaker, timekeeper, or contestant, or as a manager, trainer, or second of a contestant, shall

apply for a license from the Ohio athletic commission. The application shall be on forms provided by

the commission. Each application shall be accompanied by the application fee prescribed in section

3773.43 of the Revised Code. The applicant shall verify the application under oath.

 

The commission shall prescribe the form of the application for a participant's license. The

application shall include the correct and ring or assumed name, if any, of the applicant, the

applicant's address, the applicant's date and place of birth, the applicant's occupation, and a copy of

the applicant's win and loss record as a contestant, if applicable.
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
