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Licensure of individuals.

 

(A) The division of cannabis control may issue a license to an individual applicant required to be

licensed related to an adult use cannabis operator or adult use testing laboratory after it has

determined that the applicant is eligible for a license under rules adopted by the division of cannabis

control and after the applicant has paid any applicable fees.

 

(B) To be eligible for a license, an applicant shall be at least twenty-one years of age.

 

(C) Each application for a license shall be on a form prescribed by the division of cannabis control

and shall contain all information required by the division of cannabis control.

 

(D) Each applicant shall submit with each application, on a form provided by the division of

cannabis control, two sets of the applicant's fingerprints and a photograph as required by rule

consistent with this chapter. The division of cannabis control shall charge each applicant an

application fee to cover all actual regulatory costs generated by each licensee and all background

checks.

 

(E) A license issued under this section is portable and may be used at any adult use cannabis operator

or adult use testing laboratory as long as such licensee is registered with the division of cannabis

control for each location where the licensee works or is employed.
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
