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(A) Thedriver of any motor vehicle which is in any manner involved in a motor vehicle accident
within six months of the accident may forward a written report of the accident to the registrar of
motor vehicles on aform prescribed by the registrar alleging that a driver or owner of any other
vehicle involved in the accident was uninsured at the time of the accident.

(B) Upon receipt of the accident report, the registrar shall send a notice by regular mail to the driver
and owner alleged to be uninsured requiring the person to give evidence that the person had proof

of financial responsibility in effect at the time of the accident.

(C) Within thirty days after the mailing of the notice by the registrar, the driver of the vehicle
alleged to be uninsured shall forward areport together with acceptable proof of financial
responsibility to the registrar in aform prescribed by the registrar. The forwarding of the report by
the owner of the motor vehicle involved in the accident is deemed compliance with this section by
the driver. This section does not change or modify the duties of the driver or operator of a motor
vehicle as set forth in section 4549.02 of the Revised Code.
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
