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(A) When acourt elects or is required to suspend the driver's license, commercial driver's license,
temporary instruction permit, probationary license, or nonresident operating privilege of any
offender from a specified suspension class, for each of the following suspension classes, the court
shall impose a definite period of suspension from the range specified for the suspension class:

(1) For aclass one suspension, a definite period for the life of the person subject to the suspension;
(2) For aclasstwo suspension, adefinite period of three yearsto life;

(3) For aclass three suspension, a definite period of two to ten years,

(4) For aclass four suspension, a definite period of one to five years;

(5) For aclass five suspension, a definite period of six months to three years,

(6) For aclass six suspension, a definite period of three months to two years;

(7) For aclass seven suspension, a definite period not to exceed one year.

(B) When the bureau of motor vehicles elects or is required to suspend the driver's license,
commercia driver's license, temporary instruction permit, probationary license, or nonresident
operating privilege of any person from a specified suspension class, for each of the following
suspension classes, the period of suspension shall be as follows:

(1) For aclass A suspension, three years;

(2) For aclass B suspension, two years,
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(3) For aclass C suspension, one year;

(4) For aclass D suspension, six months;

(5) For aclass E suspension, three months,

(6) For aclass F suspension, until conditions are met.

(C) The court may require a person to successfully complete aremedial driving course as a condition
for the return of full driving privileges after a suspension period imposed from any range in division
(A) of this section or otherwise imposed by the court pursuant to any other provision of law ends.
(D) When acourt or the bureau suspends the driver's license, commercial driver's license, temporary
instruction permit, probationary license, or nonresident operating privilege of any offender or person
pursuant to any provision of law that does not provide for the suspension to be from a class set forth

indivision (A) or (B) of this section, except as otherwise provided in the provision that authorizes or

requires the suspension, the suspension shall be subject to and governed by this chapter.
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
