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(A) Except as otherwise provided in this division, whoever violates division (A) of section 4749.13
of the Revised Code is guilty of a misdemeanor of the first degree. Whoever violates division (A) of
section 4749.13 of the Revised Code and previously has been convicted of one or more violations of
division (A) of that section is guilty of afelony of the fifth degree. If the offender previously has
been convicted of two or more violations of division (A) of that section, the offender shall be fined
ten thousand dollars and also may be imprisoned not more than one year.

(B) Whoever violates division (B), (C), or (D) of section 4749.13 of the Revised Code shall be fined

not less than one hundred or more than one thousand dollars, imprisoned not more than one year, or
both.
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
