Section 4771.14 Maintaining records.

(A) An athlete agent shall maintain all of the following records:

 

(1) The name and address of each athlete for whom the  athlete agent performs services as an athlete

agent in exchange for compensation;

 

(2) The amount of fees or compensation received for the performance of services for each athlete;

 

(3) A copy of the contract entered into between the athlete agent and each athlete;

 

(4) Any other information the Ohio athletic commission finds appropriate in connection with the

provision of services by an athlete agent.

 

(B) An athlete agent shall maintain all records required to be maintained pursuant to this section, in a

manner that the commission shall prescribe, for a period of five years.

 

(C) No athlete agent or employee or representative of an athlete agent shall make, or cause to be

made, any false records or records containing false information.

 

(D) All financial records, financial books, and other records not subject to the attorney-client

privilege that are required to be maintained pursuant to this chapter shall be open to inspection by the

commission and its representatives, upon reasonable notice, at the pleasure of the commission.
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
