No change in or departure from the text or maps, as certified by the township zoning commission,

shall be made by the board of township trustees unless it is first resubmitted to the commission for

approval, disapproval, or suggestions. Upon receipt of the recommendations of the township rural

zoning commission regarding the proposed changes, the board of township trustees shall hold a

second public hearing, at least ten days notice of the time and place of which shall be given by one

publication in one or more newspapers of general circulation in the township affected. If such

changes are disapproved by the zoning commission, the provision so disapproved must receive the

favorable vote of the entire membership of the board of township trustees in order to be adopted.
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
