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(A) Each retailer, terminal distributor of dangerous drugs, pharmacy, prescriber, or wholesaler that
sells, offersto sell, holds for sale, delivers, or otherwise provides any pseudoephedrine product and
that discovers the theft or loss of any pseudoephedrine product in an amount of more than nine grams
per incident of theft or loss shall notify all of the following upon discovery of the theft or loss:

(1) The state board of pharmacy, by telephone immediately upon discovery of the theft or loss;

(2) Law enforcement authorities. If the incident is atheft and the theft constitutes afelony, the
retailer, terminal distributor of dangerous drugs, pharmacy, prescriber, or wholesaler shall report the
theft to the law enforcement authorities in accordance with section 2921.22 of the Revised Code.
(B) Within thirty days after making a report by telephone to the state board of pharmacy pursuant to
division (A)(1) of thissection, aretailer, terminal distributor of dangerous drugs, pharmacy,

prescriber, or wholesaler shall send awritten report to the state board of pharmacy.

(C) Thereports required under this section shall identify the product that was stolen or lost, the
amount of the product stolen or lost, and the date and time of discovery of the theft or loss.
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
