Section 3715.22 Prohibition against slaughter or sale for human consumption of
calf less than four weeks old - confiscation of carcass.

Effective: October 1, 1953
Legislation: House Bill 1 - 100th General Assembly

No dealer, slaughterer, or processor of meat or meat products for human consumption shall kill or
have in his possession for the purpose of killing, acalf less than four weeks old or havein his
possession the carcass of a calf not sufficiently mature to be fit for human consumption. The carcass
of such calf may be confiscated by an authorized agent of the United States department of
agriculture, the department of agriculture of Ohio, or by an authorized agent of the department of
health of this state or any of its political subdivisions.
