As used in sections 4751.01 to 4751.13 of the  Revised Code:

 

(A) "Long-term services and supports settings" means any  institutional or community-based setting

in which medical, health,   psycho-social, habilitative, rehabilitative, or  personal care services are

provided to individuals on a post-acute  care basis.

 

(B) "Nursing home administrator" means any individual  responsible for planning, organizing,

directing, and managing the  operation of a nursing home, or who in fact performs such  function,

whether or not such functions and duties are shared by  one or more other persons.

 

(C) "Nursing home" means a nursing home as defined by or  under the authority of section 3721.01

of the Revised Code, or a  nursing home operated by a governmental agency.

 

(D) "Temporary license" means a license for a period not to  exceed one hundred eighty days issued

pursuant to division (B) of  section 4751.06 of the Revised Code.

 

(E) "Valid license" means a license which is current and in  good standing.
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
