(A) The elder abuse commission shall formulate and recommend strategies on all of the following:

 

(1) Increasing awareness of and improving education on elder abuse;

 

(2) Increasing research on elder abuse;

 

(3) Improving policy, funding, and programming related to elder abuse;

 

(4) Improving the judicial response to elder abuse victims;

 

(5) Identifying ways to coordinate statewide efforts to address elder abuse.

 

(B) The commission shall review current funding of adult protective services and shall report on the

cost to the state and county departments of job and family services of implementing its

recommendations.

 

(C) The commission shall prepare and issue a biennial report on a plan of action that may be used by

local communities to aid in the development of efforts to combat elder abuse. The report shall

include the commission's findings and recommendations made under divisions (A) and (B) of this

section.

 

(D) The attorney general may adopt rules as necessary for the commission to carry out its duties. The

rules shall be adopted in accordance with section 111.15 of the Revised Code.
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
